April Engagement Review — by Keith Jones

Concert at St. James New Bradwell
Saturday 9" April

Having spent the previous three months rehearsing for the area contest, it was good to return to normal playing mode with
our first concert of the year in the Parish Church of St. James. The date for our annual Spring Concert was slightly earlier
than normal as Easter was later this year. This meant we had only had three weeks preparation since playing at Stevenage.
We assembled in the Church early so that photographs could be taken of the Band and the individual sections.

Musical Director Brian Keech had selected a programme of contrast to suit all tastes and we began the evening with R.B.
Hall’s march “The New Colonial”. R B Hall was a leading American composer of marches and other music for brass and mili-
tary bands. The Colonial referred to in the title is not as you may think Australia but a short-lived English settlement in
North America.

Our first soloist for the evening was Lucy on baritone with Goff Richard’s arrangement of “Little Red Bird”. This was the first
time Lucy had performed as a soloist with Bradwell and she gave a most accomplished performance with fine phrasing and
musical style. Lucy had received some help from Fraser in her preparation which is a great example of members helping
each other. The original song is a popular Manx lullaby telling of a bird's often frustrated attempts to find a hospitable
sleeping place.

Little red bird of the black turf ground,
Where did you sleep last night?

I slept last night on the top of the briar,
And oh! what a wretched sleep!

Doesn’t sound like a very comforting lullaby to me!

Our classical overture for tonight was “L'italiana in Algeri” (The Italian Girl in Algiers), the music being composed for an op-
era by Gioachino Rossini. The overture is known for its distinct opening of slow, quiet pizzicato basses, leading to a sudden
loud burst of sound from the full band. This "surprise" reflects Rossini's early admiration for Joseph Haydn, whose Sym-
phony No. 94 in G major, "The Surprise Symphony", is so named for the same shocking effect.

After our dramatic overture we relaxed with “In the Mood". This well known song was of course popularised by the Ameri-
can bandleader Glenn Miller in 1939. The music was composed by Joe Garland and Andy Razaf and arranged in his own in-
imitable style by Miller. The brass band arrangement is by Edrich Siebert who was prolific in his output of popular hits and

traditional tunes.

Our next item was “You Are Not Alone", released in August 1995, this was the second single from Michael Jackson's album
HiStory. The R&B ballad was written by R. Kelly in response to the considerably difficult times in Michael’s personal life. In-
teresting to note that recently Fulham Football Club unveiled a statue of Michael outside their stadium to commemorate
the one visit he made there. As one of the younger members of the band pointed out, Chelsea also have a statue, but he
cost 50 million pounds and can be seen on the pitch at every game. Thanks Dan! How are West Ham doing by the way?

Our second soloist was Keith on tenor horn with one of the most recognisable classical themes, the “Rondo” from Mozart’s
horn concerto No 4 arranged by Keith Wilkinson. As with most well know tunes, it has received countless renditions but for
me and | suspect for many of my generation, the best version was performed by Michael Flanders of the well know comic
song duo Flanders and Swann. Using the familiar rondo theme, some brilliantly written words tell the story of someone who
had a sudden urge to play the French horn. His endeavours in learning to play caused great annoyance to his neighbours
and eventually when he went to practise he found that his instrument had mysteriously disappeared! He was thus forced to
perform the item as a vocal solo rather than on his preferred instrument. The opening verse goes:

I once had a whim and | had to obey it,

To buy a French horn in a second-hand shop.

I polished it up and | started to play it,

In spite of the neighbours who begged me to stop.

The last item of the first half of our concert was Peter Graham’s “A London Celebration”. Written at the time he was associ-
ated with the famous Regent Hall Salvation Army band based in the heart of London’s West End, he has taken a collection
of tunes associated with London and arranged them into a musical portrayal of the capital.

Naturally for a place which owes its very existence to the River Thames, we start our musical tour on the water with the
sound of tug boats and ships hooters in the distance. In reality this is a thing of the past as the once bustling wharves and
docks have long since closed down with the space redeveloped for modern commercial and housing uses. Strains of the
famous chimes from “Big Ben” can be detected as lines from Noel Coward’s “London Pride” lead us into “Yeoman Of The
Guard” and its images of the Tower of London. A foretaste of a theme to be developed later in the piece comes with
“Maybe It's Because I'm A Londoner” leading to “Who Will Buy?” from the musical “Oliver”. Taking us back into Victorian
times, | am sure you will remember in the film how Oliver watched a flower seller, a milkmaid, a girl selling strawberries and
a knife grinder competing for trade in the streets with their individual cries. The military presence in the capital is repre-
sented by “The British Grenadier” with excerpts from “Soldier Soldier Won’t You Marry Me?” "London Pride" was written by
Noel Coward in the spring of 1941, during the Blitz. Apparently he was sitting on a seat on a platform in a damaged railway
station in London, and was "overwhelmed by a wave of sentimental pride". This is followed by another song strongly associ-
ated with a wartime London, “A Nightingale Sang In Berkeley Square”. Back to the river with the well known nursery song
“London Bridge is Falling Down” and then a full verse of “Maybe It’s Because I’'m A Londoner” which features the trom-
bones doing an imitation of a good old East End sing-along. This tune is then taken up by the whole band at a frantic pace
and leads to a rousing finale as the brakes are applied at the end of our London sightseeing tour.

After the interval we were treated to a performance from the large Development Band under the direction of Clive Keech.
They gave us two contrasting items with Pachelbel’s “Canon” and the lively “Portsmouth (Portsmouth Rules OK)”, a tradi-
tional tune especially arranged for the younger band by Gary Young. The Development Band is a mixture of youngsters plus
some adults who are learning to play. Their efforts emphasised the excellent work being done by those members who give
up their own time and take on the responsibility for teaching and training.

The Band’s annual awards were then made:
The Bill Holding Memorial Trophy for the young player of the year: Adam Chappell

The Graham Huckle Trophy presented to Player of The Year (which is voted for by all the members of the Band) went to
Karen Wilson

The Chairman’s award went to Dan Whitmore.
The Keith Clements Trophy was awarded to Brian Keech.
(thanks Sam for helping me to remember these!)

Further presentations were made by the Supporters Club to the members who help with the Development Band, Clive,
Robin, Sam, Luke, Vince and Karen.

The senior band resumed their programme with the “Cortege from Mlada”. The opening fanfare announces the entry of the
nobility in this cortege from the opera "Mlada"; Based on a text from Slavic mythology this opera was the first work of Rim-
sky-Korsakov's to show the influence of Richard Wagner, who affected so many composers of the time. Although the opera
was a failure, this symphonic offering has been enjoyed by audiences since its first introduction.

Our final featured soloist of the evening was Vince with the bass trombone solo “I Wan'na Be Like You (The Monkey Song)”
with augmented percussion and jungle noise from some of our shy and retiring members. The song is from Walt Disney's
1967 film, The Jungle Book and in it King Louie makes a deal with Mowgli that if he tells him the secret of making fire like a
human, then he will allow him to stay in the Jungle. Vince gave a very good performance and fully demonstrated the unique
qualities of the bass trombone.

We then gave a re-run of the area test piece in John Golland’s “Prelude, Song and Dance”. Having not played it in full for
nearly three weeks, it was pleasing to note that much of the detail drilled into us was still in evidence.

We followed this with “Bridge Over Troubled Water", the title song of Simon & Garfunkel's final album together, released in
1970. It reached number one on the Billboard Hot 100 chart on February 28, 1970, and stayed at the top of the chart for six
weeks. This song's recording process exposed many of the underlying tensions that eventually led to the breakup of the duo
after the album's completion.

Prior to our final piece, Brian thanked the audience for attending. He said if they had enjoyed the music they should tell
others, if they hadn’t they should tell him!

Our final piece for the published concert was "Let's Face the Music and Dance", our second Goff Richard arrangement in the
programme The original song was written in 1936 by Irving Berlin for the film Follow the Fleet, where it was introduced by
Fred Astaire and featured a celebrated dance duet with Astaire and Ginger Rogers.

The Vicar, Chris Collinge, thanked the Band for the concert and said how pleased she was with the Band winning a trophy
and how they always looked forward to our playing in the Church.

As an encore we played the rousing “Radetzky March” march composed by Johann Strauss in 1848. It was dedicated to the
Austrian Field Marshal Joseph Radetzky von Radetz, and became a popular march among soldiers. When it was first played
in front of Austrian officers, they spontaneously clapped and stomped their feet when they heard the chorus. This tradition
is carried on today among members of the audience who are familiar with the tradition when the march is played in classi-
cal music venues in Vienna, It is almost always played as the last piece of music at the Vienna New Year Concert.

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MK Youth Brass — by Stephanie Chappell

MK Youth Brass was founded approximately 18 months ago by David Rose the Head of the Milton Keynes Music Service.
The band is for young brass players up to the age of 19 who are competent to Grade 3+ level and has grown in size and con-
fidence since its beginnings. On 10™ April they entered the National Youth Brass Championships Intermediate Section held
at the Royal Northern College of Music in Manchester.

The Intermediate Section allows youth bands to perform a 20 minute set which must include the designated test piece. This
year’s test piece was Sentinel by Dr Peter Meechan, a piece specially commissioned for the 2011 National Youth Brass
Championships. The remaining set time is taken up with own choices.

MK Youth Brass’s road to the Championships was a rocky one even before they all got on the coach. Two weeks before the
competition the draw was held and unfortunately MK Youth Brass were drawn to play first. Not a problem usually but as
the section was due to start at 9.30am this would have meant a start from MK at 4.30am and an exorbitant coach fee of
over £1000. The competition administration confirmed that a swap with a later draw is allowed but this needs to be negoti-
ated between bands. After many frantic phone calls with local later drawn bands it was clear that no-one was willing to
swap. A decision was needed. The band could withdraw completely from the competition or choose to arrive later in the
day, play their set but not be eligible for placement in the competition. On the Sunday before the competition David Rose
chose to support the hard work and dedication of his young players by going with the second option of playing later in the
day. The administration confirmed MK Youth Brass could play last in the section if they arrived before 2pm.

Regretably this wasn’t the end to the saga. Both the principal cornet player and assistant principal/solo cornet player ad-
vised they would not be available to play on the Monday before the competition. Fortunately the band has a strong cornet
section and after a few frantic phone calls David was able to juggle players and give them a few days to learn the new mu-
sic. Bradwell Band’s own Dan and Adam helped out by moving from 2" to solo and 3™ to 2™ cornet respectively. All now
sorted and with everything crossed the band left Milton Keynes at 10.30am with no further hiccups.

There were 14 bands drawn in the Intermediate section, some long established and well travelled. It was interesting to
hear the announcements of which parts of the world these youth bands had toured — some as far as Australia and New Zea-
land. We also learned that the 2™ drawn band Sellers Youth had found it necessary to withdraw from the competition as
they too could not make it in time to play. The standard was very high and the set pieces varied and enjoyable.

With MK Youth Brass now playing last and just before the adjudicators announcement it ensured a packed theatre audience
to hear them play. They began with with Go Down Moses by Matt Kingston; a jazzed up, New Orleans inspired swing ver-
sion of the American classic made famous by Louis Armstrong. They followed this with Sentinel, the required test piece,
which was inspired by outer space travel and takes the idea that the stars are guardians of the sky. The band performed the
test piece with confidence and style. Next the band performed Hine e Hine arranged by Peter Graham, a beautiful tradi-
tional New Zealand melody with a haunting Flugel solo. Hat’s off to the featured flugel player — it was a moving perform-
ance. Finally the band performed a well practised favourite Pirates of the Caribbean by Klaus Badelt and arranged by Bruce
Fraser. It was a rousing end to a confident set and was much appreciated by the packed audience.

A special mention should be given to Max and Ruth who with just a few days notice took up the mantle of principal and
assistant principal/solo cornet. They gave an amazing performance and should be very proud of their achievement.
Even though the band knew they could not be considered for a placement, they were awarded a Merit Certificate which
made all the hassles of the previous weeks very worthwhile.

The band awarded 1* place in the section had over 40 members and it was a hair raising sound. | see a recruitment drive in
MK Youth Brass’s future!
